All clubs will be receiving both District and Zone  Awards 
  
All Clubs in D5000 (Exception: 4 clubs were chartered in late March and April 2009 and all 
schools were already assigned and completed) participated in the Dictionary Project. All students 
in the third grade received a dictionary in public, private, charter and home schools. In 2005, we 
started a dictionary 100 club, a recognition program for individual Rotarians to provide 100 
dictionaries to 100 third grade elementary students. (Very successful in raising money to 
purchase the dictionaries) 
D5000 also sponsored a District 4 way test essay contest for (3) high school students. The 
winners will read their essays at the district conference and receive a check for $500.00, a 
certificate and a dictionary signed and presented by the district governor. 
The Hawaii Rotary Youth Foundation, a private foundation that was started by a Rotarian about 
30 years ago, provides scholarships to many high school seniors in public, private, charter and 
home schools. Most if not all Rotary clubs participate in funding this non-profit Literacy 
Foundation and also assisted with interviews and selection of the winners (Happens in March of 
every year). I believe this year 63 scholarships were given to high school seniors ranging from 
$3,000 to $5,000 each. http://www.rotaryd5000.org/HRYF.cfm ) 
At our district conference this year, Literacy will be the theme for the opening plenary session. 
Featuring, Reading to kids, the dictionary project and the Rain Gutter Book Shelve project. 
Also at the district conference we will have a book drive (Joann’s Reading & Dream Corner). 
Books will be donated to a local school and/or a Library. We will also use these books as table 
centerpieces for the Saturday night dinner to promote literacy, we will also provide book markers 
for the attendees to take home as a memento of the district conference. 
At the district conference we will announce and recognize the winners of the District, Zone and 
Area Literacy Awards.

ROTARY CLUB OF HAWAII KAI 
LITERACY PROJECTS 2008-2009 
Hawaii Rotary Dictionary Project: 
We combined the Keiki vision project with our Dictionary Project. We distribute 
dictionaries to all of the third-graders who come in for eye testing and then give 
dictionaries to the rest of the third-graders who were not tested. This event is one of the 
most enjoyable and rewarding events that are members participate in. It is exciting to 
watch the students’ reaction when they receive their very first dictionary, within minutes 
of receiving it the students are sharing discoveries with each other and practicing 
American sign language which is in the appendix. 
Keiki Vision Program: 
Our club participates every year in the Keiki Vision Project which addresses literacy in 
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the local community. This project involves all the local East Honolulu elementary 
schools, every year we test all of the third-graders vision. Over 40% of the students tested 
do need eyeglasses and/or vision correction. 
Recycled Books and Magazines: 
Rotary Club of Hawaii Kai has recycled books and magazines with distribution to Elderly 
Care Homes, Hospitals, Prisons, and Children’s Hospitals in particular the Palama 
Settlement. 
Reading/Tutor programs: 
The Rotary Club of Hawaii Kai participates and supports the "Learning for a Lifetime“ 
program and has recently launched the "Homework Help" project at Palama Settlement. 
Children from neighborhood schools drop in after the school day ends to have a snack 
and work on their homework. Caring volunteers help with spelling words and math 
worksheets. Even more important volunteers provide a listening ear. This project is 
supported by Palama Settlement, the Group 70 Foundation, Morgan Stanley, and 
donations from over 100 individuals. On an individual basis, several members of the 
Hawaii Kai Rotary Club have supplied time and materials to this project. 
This project is headed by Hawaii Kai Rotarian Margaret South. Margaret also founded 
the - The Art of Story and the Kids Talk Story programs. 
Margaret's philosophy and mantra is as follows. 
"If You Can Write Your Own Life Story, You Can Write Your Own Happy Ending 
Sponsoring scholarships for students: 
This year our club paid for three students to attend RYLA camp. Due to scheduling 
conflicts with Kaiser high school's other activities, only one member of the Kaiser 
Interact club was able to attend this camp this year. Two of our club members 
participated as counselors at the RYLA camp. 
Our club also participates in the scholarship program for HRYF by volunteering three of 
our members for the selection committee. One of our members was on the final selection 
review committee. Our club also participates in funding this project. 
Purchase and donate Books and School Supplies to needy students and schools 
LOCAL COMMUNITY -- The Rotary Club of Hawaii Kai sponsored and conducted a 
joint club school supplies drive in July with the Kahala Sunrise Club. We collected over 
1200 pounds of school supplies, valued at over $1200. The much-needed school supplies 
were distributed to eight different schools in the East Honolulu area, for the benefit of 
students whose parents cannot afford school supplies. This project was reported in 
writing and photographs in local publications. 
INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY -- The Rotary Club of Hawaii Kai participated by 
donating $1500 from our club’s international service fund to the Rotary Club of East 
Honolulu - Afghanistan School Supplies project, spearheaded by Rotarian Gary 
Bowersox. This project involves supplying multiple schools in southern Afghanistan with 
books and school supplies. This project involves multiple Rotary clubs and great 
difficulty and hazards to smuggle these supplies through Taliban held territory. These 
schools have been rebuilt since the Taliban were removed from these southern areas, but 
the students have no books or supplies, except for what we delivered last year. 
Literacy Speakers: 
Our club has invited guest speakers who specialize in education and literacy. We had one 
speaker who is a special educator in this field. 
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Plan Vocational Days at High Schools, using club Rotarians to speak on their 
professions: 
Our club is participating with the Interact club of Kaiser High School to provide 
vocational speakers to the interact club from our Rotary membership. 
Start a Reading program for seniors: 
We often forget that literacy means reading AND writing. Reading is the taking in of 
information and writing is the putting out of information. Rotarian Margaret South is 
currently training teachers now to help senior citizens write their memoirs.

Rotary Club of Honolulu Sunrise 
Here are some of the things we do for literacy. 
  
1)   Each week we give our speaker a book to sign and we give that to an elementary school.  It is either 
Lincoln or Royal School. 
2)   In November we participated in the dictionary giveaway to Voyager and Lincoln Elementary  
3)   This past summer we had 3 of our members attend an ESL training to teach foreign kids how to speak 
and read 
4)   On March 2nd, 2009 we participated in the Read To Me day at the local schools.  We had over 10 of 
our members read to several different classrooms in the morning.  We all dressed up in Dr. Seuss hats and 
bow ties.   
5)   We had a book drive for Palama Settlement in December 2008 
6)   One of our members is helping set up the book system at Palama Settlement and continues to read to 
the kids each week.  
7)   3 of our members went to Thailand to teach English to a travel industry school. 
8)   3 of our members went to Future Light Orphanage (FLO) in Cambodia and spent time reading to the 
kids there and encouraging them to stay in school and to study hard.  As you probably know we built a 
library at that orphanage there and continue to buy books for the library. 
9)   We applied for and received a simplified grant for $900.  We got a book wish list from the librarian at 
Lincoln Elementary and purchased all the books on their list. 
10)  6 of our members attended a Read Aloud Training class at the Lincoln Elementary School 
11)  We have had the librarian at our Rotary meeting to recognize her for all the great things she does to 
promote literacy. 
12)  The member who taught in Thailand also taught the teachers how to read and speak some English 
words. 
13)  We call our club "The Read To Me" club since we have had an ongoing desire over the years to teach 
the kids in elementary schools the fun of reading.  We had started reading to the elementary school kids at 
Royal over 10 years ago, kindergarten to 3rd grade.  When the principal decided there was not enough 
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time to have us read to the kids, we wanted to find another school who would be interested in us reading 
to the kids.  Lincoln has been very receptive (and I think they are also working with another Rotary 
Club!)  They are very committed to getting the kids to learn to love reading.  
14)  Through our relationship with FLO we have "foster parents" who "adopt" a child in the orphanage.  
We pay for an English teacher there to teach the kids English.  They come back from Cambodian school 
at the end of the school day and then spend time at the orphanage learning English with the teacher there). 
 The kids also email their foster parents and tell them how they are doing in school and ask questions 
about their life in America. A great way for them to use the English they have learned.  (I am leaving 
many details out because our member, Rob Hail, oversees the FLO programs).  We also work with 
another Rotary club (the club that Hal Darcy belongs) to help the kids at FLO.  
15) Participated in the District 4 way test essay contest and one of our students will receive the $500.00 
prize 
16) Book donations to the district Conference 
  
We are very active club and enjoy working with the kids and even adults teaching them the blessing of 
knowing how to read and write. 
 
 

From the Honolulu Sunset Rotary Club 
Supporting Literacy and Helping Children were the two major areas of 
concentration for our club this year. We took RI President DK Lee’s challenge and set out 
to meet the needs of the community and the world were children and literacy were at risk. 
Here are some of our many projects this year: 
Reduce Child Mortality Projects: 
1. New Generations : Rotaract 
UH Rotaract Club - Rotaract at UH Manoa's International Service Project is working in 
conjunction with New Horizons Ecuador to build a cistern (water reservoir) for a rain forest 
village in Ecuador. This cistern will be placed in the high mountain region within the Chaupiloma 
village, which is a community that has about 180 children. Currently the residents of 
Chaupiloma village do not have access to a constant water supply, as their normal water supply 
comes from a lagoon, which runs dry quite frequently. Also, the water from the lagoon has been 
known to cause illnesses and deaths due to parasites present in the water. The construction of 
this cistern will allow the residents of this village to have access to a permanent and clean water 
source, as the water will be purified prior to consumption. Once the cistern is constructed, the 
number of childhood deaths caused by water-borne illnesses should decrease because the 
children within this village will be able to drink from a clean water source. 
2. New Generations: Early Act 
a. Early Act Club - 25 members - 4th and 5th graders at Punahou School. In October, the 
students viewed a UNICEF video on saving the children of the world by contributing to the 
UNICEF Children's fund. They made posters to raise awareness of the plight of hungry children 
around the world and placed them around the school. They addressed the issues in 
presentations to their individual classrooms. They distributed the orange TRICK OR TREAT for 
UNICEF boxes to the children in 4th and 5th grades and encouraged them to collect money to 
save the starving children in Africa. They raised $650. 
b. The Early Act club read about the Tap Project on the Internet (www.tapproject.org) and made 
posters to place around the school promoting the participating restaurants on our island who 
would give the funds from collecting a $1 for a glass of water during World Water Week (March 
22-28) to UNICEF to provide clean water to villages in Africa. They raised awareness of this 
project by going to the classes and talking about it. 
c. The Early Act club collected canned goods and non-perishables to make Thanksgiving and 
Christmas baskets for the homeless families on the island. They also adopted two homeless 
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families and earned money to buy the children gifts including new and gently used books on 
their wish lists. They wrote cards of good wishes for the holidays to the families. 
d. The Early Act club held a book drive on campus to replace the books lost at the Central 
Union Preschool. 
e. Read to Me Program - this will be the 5th year that our Early Actors 
participated in the 4-H Read to Me Program. The Early Actors chose children's picture books 
from the library and created a Story Apron using the characters and setting as interactive 
interest points. Then they read the book to the Kindergarten children engaging them in the story 
by using the Story Aprons as focal points. Both reader and recipient enjoyed this project very 
much! 
3. Feeding the Homeless /Reducing child mortality 
a. In July and August, members of Honolulu Sunset met every Friday morning to feed the 
homeless at Ala Moana Beach Park with Willa Papandrew's Manoa-Punahou Outreach 
Ministries. Many families with children living in their cars and vans, came to the Beach to get 
food. Sunset Rotarians donated clothing and books to the families at the site. 
b. Honolulu Sunset members collected over $250 in money pledges from family and friends and 
walked in the August 2008 "Hunger Walk" sponsored by the Hawaii Food Bank. 
c. Honolulu Sunset held a food drive to supply the Kokua Kupboard at the HUGS 
(Help Understanding and Group Support) House on Oahu and will continue to do so as their 
needs arise. They also collected canned goods and non-perishables to fill the food pantry at 
Vancouver House, a transitional homeless shelter. There is nothing more tragic than a family 
with a seriously ill child that cannot provide adequate nutrition for this child, or other family 
members. 
d. TAP PROJECT -Honolulu Sunset members participated in a clean water for Africa project 
under UNICEF’s Tap Project which will save hundreds of children from dying. 
Members promoted their favorite restaurants who were listed as participating restaurants and 
made flyers to pass out at the Walk to End Polio on March 14, promoting the Tap Project. 
Jennifer Tanabe, who brought the Tap Project to Hawaii making it the final state to join in the 
project, was a guest speaker at the Sunset meeting on March 19. 
4. Honolulu Sunset hosted the district-wide "Walk to End Polio" on March 14, 2009, at Ala 
Moana Beach Park to raise public awareness of Rotary's work in the world to eradicate polio 
and to help the individual clubs raise money to meet their Bill and Melinda Gates challenge. 
Over 200 people participated. Over $10,000 was raised with donations continuing to come in. 
Next year’sannual walk is on March 20. 
Reach Out to Africa Projects: 
1. Tap Project listed above. 
2. Trick or Treat for UNICEF listed above. 
3. INTERNATIONAL SERVICE PROJECTS INVOLVING LITERACY 
a. RC Honolulu Sunset partnered with several District 5000 Clubs and the Rotary Club of 
Grahamstown, South Africa on matching grant #68650. This project will provide equipment to 
Graeme College Grahamstown, S.A. which cannot afford funding for information technology 
equipment in the classroom. There will be 32 computer screens with a central printer and 
overhead data projector, benches and support equipment. The equipment will be used to teach 
computer skills to disadvantaged youth from the area. This knowledge will greatly increase their 
ability to gain employment and break the circle of unemployment, illiteracy and poverty. The 
combined grant is worth about $30,000 
b. Teaching Teachers Project in South Africa. Our International Services Committee met several 
times with Yunus Peer, tenured professor at Punahou and Director of Teachers Without 
Borders, S. Africa. Yunus, a native of S. A. and one time fugitive from Apartheid takes local 
Hawaiian teachers and holds annual workshops in S.A. to help teachers from rural schools meet 
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and exceed national standards in reading, math, science, IT, and leadership. Because of 
systemic 
discrimination, the current generation of teachers lack critical skills that our Hawaiian based 
teachers can impart. RC Honolulu Sunset is sponsoring one Hawaiian teacher for the third time, 
($2700). More importantly, RC Honolulu Sunset's Intl Committee is working with Yunus to 
partner with a S. African Rotary Club to support his dreams for the future which includes a 
college for local S.A. teachers. 
.Literacy Projects: 
1. Dictionary Project - Dictionaries were distributed to 4 elementary schools on Oahu. A 
donation of the children's book Andy and Elmer's Apple Dumpling Adventure (The Four Way 
Test Book) was given to each of the 4 libraries, plus an Andy and Elmer's 4 Way Test Book 
mark was given to each 3rd grade student with his/her dictionary. andyandelmer.com  
2. Guest speakers to club meetings are given a children's book to autograph which is then 
donated to our adopted school - Jefferson Elementary. 
3. Library books, maps, projector screens, and other reading materials were presented to the 
Library at Jefferson Elementary school to further improve and enrich their curriculum. This was 
obtained through a District Grant. 
4. During Literacy Month, the Jefferson School Librarian and Principal were invited to dinner and 
presented an award for their outstanding work with children. 
4. The Literacy/Geography Quilt Project - each member was assigned to research a country 
chosen from the collection of gift banners received from many Rotarian visitors to our club. The 
banners will be sewn into a quilt for the reading corner of our adopted school's library. The quilt 
has numbers sewn on each of the countries' flags/banners that correspond to the members 
research page telling about that country. The pages are housed in a colorful binder that includes 
maps, flags, photographs, and personal memories of visits to the countries that were all made 
by our members. An interactive globe will be given to the school along with the quilt. 
5. Promotion of the Rotarian Magazine - President Rita and several members of our club 
promoted the Rotarian Magazine during our meetings by sharing an article that he/she read at 
the Rotary Minute segment. 
7. A Literacy Committee was formed to plan for Literacy Month Activities in March. A few of our 
activities during March: 
a. Guest Speaker - Randy Roth, author of A Broken Trust 
visited and spoke about writing the book. 
b. At each meeting, time was given during fellowship time for members to share a favorite book 
or something that they had read during the week. 
c. Books were brought in to be shared or traded. 
d. A fun literature game of match the author to the classic and then to the member whose 
favorite book it is. 
e. Barnes and Nobles gift cards were given out as prizes and were readily available to buy for 
$20 to promote the love of reading to someone special. 
f. President Rita did a weekly literature trivia game and gave new books out as 
prizes. 
g. The librarian and principal of our adopted school were invited to dinner and presented awards 
for their outstanding contribution to educating children. 
8. Honolulu Sunset will participate in the Keiki Vision program in May with Jefferson Elementary 
which will help to identify vision problems so that children are able to read better. 
9. "Readers Are Leaders/Leaders are Readers " pencils were handed out at our adopted school 
during Literacy Month. 
10. Books were donated by us at the International Convention in LA. This international book 
drive, co-sponsored by the Los Angeles Times’ Reading by 9 program, gathered over 250,000 
books to be donated to public school students in grades K-3 throughout the region, where 
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studies show too many children read below grade level. This book drive made a world record of 
the most books collected at any one place. 
11. School Supplies Drive - Sunset Members set up a table outside of Long’s in Manoa 
Marketplace and handed out school supplies lists to people going into the store. Everyone was 
enormously generous and we collected three shopping carts full of school supplies for the 
children living at Vancouver House transitional shelter who attend Noelani School. 
12. Costco manager and Sunset member Johnny Sanchez delivered 10 crates of notebook 
paper and school supplies to the Waianae Coast Rotary Club to be distributed among the 
schools there. 
These supplies had small flaws and were deemed “seconds’ to Costco and were going to 
dispose of them until Johnny asked them to donate them to the school supplies drive that we 
were having. 
He and PP Win Schoneman also delivered over $300 worth of groceries to the Waianae 
homeless shelter on their own. Our very own Robin Hoods! 
14. Bookmarks were made during an “at meeting service project” to give to the Parkinson 
Disease Support organization for their annual Christmas party. 
15. Our members and our UH Manoa Rotaractors frequent the Next Step Homeless Shelter on 
Tuesday evenings, from 6 to 7:30 PM to help the children with their homework and with their 
reading. The majority of the children are from Micronesia and need help with the English 
language. 
16. Literacy and Mentoring Project - A UNIQUE PROJECT!! 
Sunset member Dr. Richard W. Westbury Nettell, English Department Professor at the 
University of Hawaii at Manoa has been working on a project linking the University of Hawaii 
(English and Linguistics Departments) and a Waianae High School 11/12 grade video 
production class. He received a small grant from the Hawaii Council for the Humanities, with the 
majority of that money going towards paying for a school trip to the mainland for the students 
involved with the project. This has allowed them to showcase their work in a national 
competition. They have also been assisted by local author Darrell Lum, who has done a short-
story reading/discussion for the class and who will be presenting the final video at both public 
events. The students' completed ethnographic research will be shown to the Waianae 
community on April 11 and at UH Manoa on April 13, 2009. The transportation costs from 
Waianae to Manoa for the class and the teacher and monetary support for this project were 
covered by Honolulu Sunset Rotary Club. This project seeks to empower students from one of 
the least advantaged areas of Oahu to conduct their own research on their own community as 
they examine for themselves and record in video format the roles of the two dominant and often 
competing languages (English and Pidgin) in the Leeward Community.

The Rotary Club of Kahului submits this Literacy Award submission report. Literacy usually refers 
to reading and writing, however, as our global economy becomes more dependent on skills to 
compete, the definition of literacy includes a much broader range of descriptions, e.g., economic 
literacy, technological literacy, etc. A summary of our club’s literacy projects is provided below.  
New Literacy Drive Our club initiated a “Best Buys for Literacy” project this fiscal year. Club 
members were asked to donate their used books, CD’s and videotapes. A club member took the lead 
to organize and catalog all the material. Our club held two drives to sell the products and raise money 
for our literacy projects. We participated at the Maui County Senior Fair, setting up a booth to sell 
products. We also set up a sales table simultaneously with our Christmas tree fundraiser. Our 
Treasurer set up a new account to track revenue and expenses for this initiative.  
Dictionary Project. Our club participated in the Dictionary Project. An article about the Dictionary 
Project was presented in our club’s July 14, 2008 newsletter (reference www.kahuluirotary.com) We 
purchased 456 dictionaries and delivered them to 3rd graders at Kahului elementary school, Lihikai 
elementary school, Ka`ahumanu Hou Christian school, Boys and Girls Club, Maui Economic 
Opportunity Youth Bank, and Big Brothers/Big Sisters. A portion of the District Simplified Grant 
that our club received was used to pay for the dictionaries ($594). We also had two members 
contribute to the Dictionary 100 club. Such funds will be used toward the purchase of dictionaries 
next year. Photographs were taken at the schools. A presentation was given to our club on March 30 
during Literacy Month about the Dictionary Project, Literacy Drive, and other literacy projects. 
Results were reported.  
School Supplies drives. Two school supplies drives were sponsored by our club this fiscal year to 
promote literacy and education. The first was held in July 2008 at Wal-Mart and Office Max to 
collect donations to help teachers at Lihikai elementary school stock their classrooms for the coming 
year. Teachers and a few sponsors joined us at a club luncheon to receive the supplies collected. Our 
club fulfilled 100% of Lihikai’s Dream List – including Picture Book collections, aquariums, a 
printer & ink and CD players. All totaled, our club collected 4 cartloads of supplies valued at more 
than $1,500, and also collected $250 in cash donations to buy merchandise. Our club received big 
discounts at Office Max, Border’s and The Pet Shop for items our club purchased. A second school 
supplies drive was held by our club. With $686 of the District Simplified Grant that our club 
received, supplies were provided to Kahului, Lihikai, and Ka`ahumanu Hou Christian Schools (pull 
down maps, slippers for students, plastic drawer chest, overhead projector screens, white boards with 
easels and miscellaneous items).  
School scholarships to promote education and literacy. The Rotary Club of Kahului hosts two major 
fundraisers each year (Christmas tree sales and Michael Lyons II Golf Tournament) as a way to raise 
funds to support our club projects. A major project is funding of scholarships that are awarded to 
selected students from Maui High School. Our club participated actively in the Hawaii Rotary Youth 
Foundation. A Past President works closely with District 5000 and Maui  
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High school officials to develop the annual process for selection of youth for the Hawaii Rotary 
Youth Foundation scholarships. This same process is used to assist our club in selecting students for 
scholarships provided by our club. Interviews with students who apply for the scholarships have been 
completed. Each year our club invites students selected for scholarships and their families to a club 
meeting to be recognized for their achievements and provide scholarships. The Lyons Family and 
winners of our Golf Tournament are invited as guests to join us at the meeting so they can witness 
who received the scholarships.  
Imagination Library Contributions. The Rotary Club of Kahului, as part of its campaign to support 
elimination of illiteracy and promotion of literacy provides contributions the Dollywood Foundation 
Imagination Library. These contributions are provided in the name of persons who serve as speakers 
at our club meetings throughout the year. A listing of speakers is maintained and shared with the 
Treasurer to assure these donations are provided. This is a great investment in the future of our 
children.  
Leadership Development of Youth. The Rotary Club of Kahului participated in the February 2009 
RYLA Camp that was held at Camp Maluhia, Maui. Five club members volunteered to help Joanne 
and Larry Laird with the 2009 program, filling roles as facilitators, kitchen crew, and chaperones. 
The report from the members to our club about the students and their experience and development 
process was inspirational.  
Other club activities to promote education and literacy. Our club provides awards for Vocational 
Service, Teacher Appreciation Day, and Rotary Youth Scholarship Awards Day. We also held an 
Interact Club’s visit. One of our speakers this year was the chair of the Rotoract Club located at Maui 
Community College. New Generations Month was celebrated in September 2008. The New 
Generations Committee Chair led an exercise in which members were educated about the lingo used 
by the younger generation, including communication/techie shorthand via cell phones, I-phones, I-
pods, and techie shorthand. This was an interesting instruction. On November 3, 2008, Joanne and 
Larry Laird, leaders of the RYLA Program for Hawaii, gave a presentation at our club meeting and 
asked for volunteers.  
Our club newsletter featured articles about Literacy throughout the month of March 2009. Articles 
included a message from RI President, D.K. Lee, on Literacy as well as data and statistics 
downloaded from the RI website, a description of how Literacy evolved with Rotary and its link to 
peace. Examples of Literacy projects are shared in the articles, including Early Childhood Literacy and 
Primary Education, Adult Literacy Program, Literacy and Women. A story about the partnership with the 
Dolly Parton Dollywood Foundation and the Imagination Library and Rotary is shared. RI President 
Dong Kurn Lee’s resource groups and the International Reading Association are described in the articles.  

In addition our club newsletter featured articles about New Generations throughout the month of 
September. Articles included information about Rotary’s programs for students and youth, including 
Rotary Youth Leadership Awards (RYLA), Rotaract, Interact, Rotary Youth Exchange. 
Ambassadorial Scholarships, Rotary Centers for International Studies in Peace and Conflict 
Resolution, Rotary Peace and Conflict Studies Program, Rotary Grants for University Teachers, 
Reaching Out to Alumni, and Generations: Harnessing the Potential of a Multigenerational 
Workforce.

     Wahiawa Extreme Makeover Project: This highly visible and well coordinated project brought together the entire 
Wahiawa and Whitmore Village communities on September 20, 2008.  The Lions Club, Rotary Club, numerous 
Churches, City Council, State Legislators, Business Associations, Military organizations all came together in what 
was truly “Make a Difference Day.” Our club was involved heavily with the project from its inception, attending all 
planning meetings and providing the primary vehicles to remove massive amounts of trash and recyclable materials 
such as batteries, computers, metal, plastics, paper products and more from the community.  Working with a local 
business, our club provided five (5) large stake trucks with lift gates to collect and deliver the materials to the 
recycling staging area.
